SPECIES STATEMENT

YELLOW RATTLE RHIANTHUS MINOR

The yellow rattle is predominantly associated with lowland neutral grasslands and so is highlighted
in the Species-Rich Grasslands Habitat Statement.

The species has been identified as a locally common plant species of some significance to the area.
It is found mainly in meadows and on railway lines, where neutral grassland occurs.

There will be specific actions and targets for the yellow-rattle within the Lowland Neutral
Grassland Habitat Action Plan, to be prepared at a later date.
