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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
 
 
· The Welsh Index of Multiple Deprivation 2008 (WIMD) is the official measure of 

deprivation for small areas in Wales.  It was developed for the Welsh Assembly 
Government by the Assembly’s Statistical Directorate and the Local Government 
Data Unit (Wales).  It replaces the index that was produced in 2005. 
 

· Eight separate domains (or kinds) of deprivation were measured by WIMD 2008 
- access to services; education; employment; health; housing; income; 
environment; community safety.  These domains were combined to form the 
overall index of multiple deprivation 
 

· Each Lower Super Output Area (LSOA) in Wales was ranked from 1 (most 
deprived) to 1,896 (least deprived) for each of the seven domains and the overall 
index of multiple deprivation 
 

· 13 of the 110 LSOAs (11.8%) in Caerphilly county borough fall within the 10% 
most deprived category for the Overall Index of Multiple Deprivation – this is the 
8th highest proportion in Wales.  One additional LSOA (Argoed 1) has moved up 
into the 10% most deprived category since WIMD 2005. 
 

· 69% of the LSOAs in the county borough fall within the 50% most deprived 
LSOAs (down from 75% in WIMD 2005) 
 

· There are higher than average levels of deprivation within the county borough in 
all of the four most deprived categories (most deprived 10%, 20%, 30% and 
50%) 
 

· In the 10% most deprived LSOAs for Wales there are: 
�� Above average numbers of LSOAs in the county borough for Overall 

Deprivation (12%), Employment (18%), Health (13%) and Education (12%) 
�� Below average numbers of LSOAs in the county borough for Income (8%), 

Environment (5%), Access to Services (1%) and Community Safety (7%) 
�� No LSOAs in the county borough for Housing 
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1. BACKGROUND 
 

 
Introduction 

 
1.1 Over the past forty years the development of indexes to measure deprivation at 

the local level has been regarded as an important feature of government policy, 
mainly for the identification of priority areas to focus programmes more 
effectively.  Originally these indexes were designed for specific policy areas, 
such as health or education.  But over the least two decades the concept of an 
index of multiple deprivation at the local level has become increasingly important.  
The availability of small area data (particularly the Census) contributed to this 
development. 
 

1.2 The Welsh Index of Socio-Economic Conditions was originally prepared for 
targeting urban regeneration funds, and so did not specifically reflect rural 
deprivation.  It was development in the 1980’s and used eight ward level 
indicators.  Newer methodologies and sources of data made it possible to model 
deprivation at the small area level with greater reliability.  In 1999 the (then) 
Welsh Office, in partnership with the Welsh Local Government Association, 
awarded a contract to Oxford University to develop a Welsh Index of Multiple 
Deprivation. 

 
 The Welsh Index of Multiple Deprivation 2000 
 
1.3 The Welsh Index of Multiple Deprivation 2000 was designed to model levels of 

deprivation in Wales and support the objective targeting of resources.  It used a 
more sophisticated methodology than the earlier Index of Socio-Economic 
Conditions and was based on more representative measure of deprivation at the 
small area level (electoral wards), some of which used administrative data from 
new sources. 

 
 The Welsh Index of Deprivation 2005 
 
1.4 The 2000 index was replaced by the Welsh Index of Multiple Deprivation 2005.  

This new index was produced in-house in a partnership between the Welsh 
Assembly Government and the Local Government Data Unit Wales. The index 
was based on similar methodology to the previous 2000 index but was more 
transparent and easier to understand.  It was based on a new geography called 
Lower Super Output Areas (LSOAs). 

 
 Super Output Areas  
 
1.5 The Office for National Statistics (ONS) developed a new geographic hierarchy 

called Super Output Areas (SOAs).  They were designed to improve the 
reporting of small area statistics in England and Wales.  Their first statistical 
application was for the Index of Deprivation for England in 2004, which led to 
them being widely used within local government.  They have been increasingly 
used for data on the Neighbourhood Statistics (NeSS) website.  It is anticipated 
that they will eventually become a standard for the production of National 
Statistics and will be used more generally. 
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1.6 Electoral divisions or wards were the basic geographical units used for the WIMD 
2000, but there were disadvantages with this geography: 
· wards vary greatly in size, from around 1,000 people to 20,000 (in Wales) 
· boundaries of wards change over time, creating problems when trying to 

compare data from different time periods 
 
1.7 There are three levels of SOAs – lower layer, middle layer and upper layer 

· A lower layer SOA (LSOA) must have a minimum population of 1,000 and the 
mean size must be close to 1,500.  They are built from groups of OAs 
(usually 4 to 6) 

· A middle layer SOA (MSOA) must have a minimum population of 5,000 and 
the mean size must be close to 7,200.  They are built from groups of lower 
layer SOAs 

· An upper layer SOA (USOA) must have a minimum population of around 
25,000 – the formal definition has not been finalised 

 
1.8 There are 1,896 lower layer SOAs in Wales (34,378 in England and Wales), 

which were generated by a computer program.  This merging took into account 
population size, mutual proximity and social homogeneity. 

 
1.9 There are 413 MSOAs in Wales (7,193 in England and Wales).  They were 

generated in two stages – a draft set was generated automatically (like the 
LSOAs), then local authorities and other local agencies were invited to propose 
changes to the draft boundaries in order to establish areas that better met local 
needs. 
 

1.10 The USOAs have not yet been formally defined, although a draft set of 
boundaries for Wales has been defined.
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2. MULTIPLE DEPRIVATION  
 
 

Introduction  
 
2.1 Multiple deprivation is sometimes thought of as a separate form of deprivation, 

one that could in theory be directly measured.  It is now generally accepted that 
multiple deprivation is a complex concept and not some separate form of 
deprivation.  It is simply a combination of more specific forms of deprivation 
which themselves can be directly measured to some extent 

 
 Deprivation and Poverty  
 
2.2 Poverty and deprivation are regularly used interchangeably, but a clear 

distinction should be made between them.  The condition of poverty means not 
having enough money or other financial assets or material possessions to meet 
needs.  Deprivation refers to unmet need, which is caused by a lack of resources 
in general, not just financial or tangible resources. 
 

2.3 People can be considered as deprived if they lack the material standards of diet 
and clothing and do not participate in employment or recreation.  If they lack the 
financial resources to obtain these conditions of life they are in poverty.  So 
deprivation depends on the level of conditions and activities experienced, and 
poverty on the incomes and other material resources available to the individual 
or household. 

  
Levels of Deprivation  

 
2.4 Combining different deprivation attributes into a single index means that a 

number of issues relating to the links between differing forms of deprivation at 
the individual, household and geographical area level have to be considered.   

 
2.5 A significant issue is the extent to which individuals and families experiencing 

deprivation cluster together geographically, and the extent to which other 
individuals/families who could not be considered to be experiencing deprivation 
are affected by the overall level of deprivation in their area. 

 
2.6 Although much of the data may be collected at the individual or household level, 

the results are likely to be presented in the form of an aggregate score for some 
substantial geographical area.  But this will combine deprivation experienced by 
many different groups within that area.  With multiple deprivation it is not 
necessarily the same people experiencing the different kinds of specific 
deprivation – some people will experience one kind, others a different kind.  
Some people will experience several kinds of deprivation, others none at all. 

 
2.7 Finally there are several forms of deprivation that may be difficult to attribute on a 

precise geographical basis e.g. some aspects of crime (vandalism or car crime in 
a city centre) might legitimately be associated with the areas of victims and 
potential victims who live elsewhere, because they are potentially at risk if they 
work or shop in that city centre. 
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 The Approach to a Solution  
 
2.8 It is clear that the financial component in any overall scale of deprivation is of 

great significance.  This is taken into account in the weighting of the components 
that make up the overall index for WIMD 2008.  This was also true for WIMD 
2005 and for the similar indexes of the other UK countries. 

 
2.9 It is also clear that different groups can experience different forms of deprivation 

differently, and it is for this reason that the idea of separate domains of 
deprivation has been developed. 

 
2.10 The methodology adopted for WIMD 2008, 2005 and 2000 focuses on the 

creation of a series of robust domain indices - income, health, education, and 
other factors separately.  These domain indices can be validated, either because 
they directly measure the factor itself (e.g. in the case of means tested benefit, 
reliance on unemployment benefit), or by making comparisons with other 
research studies. 

 
2.11 This approach results in a more complex index based on more data sources than 

earlier indexes of deprivation.  It also requires domain specific indicators – 
indicators that are meaningful measures of that domain’s deprivations and are 
not just vaguely or imprecisely related to the domain.
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3. DOMAINS AND INDICATORS  
 
  
 Introduction  
 
3.1 WIMD 2008 is based on eight different deprivation domains that model differing 

types of deprivation.  This method takes into account the assumption that 
multiple deprivation is a combination of different related deprivation factors e.g. 
poor health may be related to sub-standard housing or low income, but is still 
also deprivation in its own right. 

 
3.2 Indicators for each domain are produced at LSOA level and each domain is 

summarised as a single measure and then combined in the overall index.  The 
domains used in the WIMD 2008 are: 

· Income 
· Employment 
· Health 
· Education 
· Housing 
· Environment 
· Access to services 
· Community safety 

 
3.3 Each domain reflects a specific kind of deprivation e.g. the employment domain 

models exclusion from work, but not the low income that results from being 
unemployed. 

 
Domain Indexes and Indicators  

 
3.4 Domain indexes provide information about the specific deprivation related to 

each domain, in addition to their contribution to the overall index.  Each domain 
index is based on a combination of relevant indicators.  It was important that 
these indicators were domain specific and direct measures of that form of 
deprivation, and were able to measure the main features of that deprivation.  The 
indicators were as up-to-date as possible, statistically robust and available for 
the whole of Wales at a small area level. 
 

3.5 There is no optimum number of indicators to include within an index, but an 
efficient set of indicators which cover aspects on deprivation as comprehensively 
as possible have been used.  The indicators have been selected to minimise 
double counting within each domain, but people may be experiencing more than 
one kind of deprivation and would therefore be represented in more than one 
domain. 

 
Overall Index of Deprivation  

 
3.6 The domain indexes have to be combined into an overall index of multiple 

deprivation.  Before they are combined they are weighted, which is the 
adjustment each domain makes to the overall index when combination takes 
place.  If the domain indexes were simply added together to form an overall 
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index, it would imply that they were judged to be equally important in their 
contributions to the overall index, which is not the case. 

 
3.7 The domain weights used were: 

· Income – 23.5% 
· Employment – 23.5% 
· Health – 14% 
· Education, skills and training – 14% 
· Housing – 5% 
· Physical environment – 5% 
· Geographical access to services – 10% 
· Community safety – 5% 
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4. USING WIMD 2008 
 
 
 What is the WIMD for?  
 
4.1 It is important to be aware that WIMD 2008 is not the only way to measure 

deprivation.  The WIMD has been developed for a particular purpose, which is to 
measure concentrations of deprivation at a small area level. 

 
4.2 While there is a definite concentration of deprivation into a relatively small 

number of areas, by no means do all deprived people live in an area of high 
deprivation.  A fifth of the income deprived live in areas within the most deprived 
10% in Wales – this illustrates how well WIMD identifies clusters from within the 
overall population.  Almost half live in the most deprived 30%, but that still means 
that around half of the income deprived in Wales are more sparsely spread over 
the remaining 70% of Wales.  And even in the least deprived 10% of LSOAs 
there are still deprived people. 

 
4.3 WIMD is suited to uses where the interest is in areas with high concentrations of 

deprivation.  If all deprived individuals are the focus of attention then a different 
approach is needed, however, it is still going to be based on the same or similar 
indicators. 

 
 Uses of the index  
 
4.4 The index can be used for: 

· ranking the scores for all 1,896 LSOAs or for a group of them (like those in a 
local authority), so that the LSOAs can be put in order from the most deprived 
to the least 

· comparing two or more local authorities (or other groups of aggregated 
LSOAs) by looking at the proportion of the LSOAs in the local authority in the 
most deprived 10% (for example) in all of Wales 

· giving an overall deprivation rank or score for each of the 1,896 LSOAs in 
Wales 

· giving ranks or score for the separate deprivation domains for each of the 
LSOAs 

· comparing the deprivation ranks or scores for two or more of the LSOAs 
 
4.5 WIMD 2005 has been used for the following: 

· Identification of 46 LSOAs in the most deprived 10% category that were not 
included in the Communities First programme – a consultation exercise was 
launched and the Minister agreed to invite the 46 new areas to apply for 
inclusion in the programme.  All of the invited areas have now formally been 
included within the programme. 

· Just under 1% of the Standing Spending Assessment (SSA) is allocated on 
the basis of the overall index, but focusing on the most deprived areas.  
Around 25% is allocated on the basis of other measures related to 
deprivation and 6% on sparsity measures. 

· The deprivation grant uses the most deprived areas (as defined by the overall 
index scores from WIMD 2000) to allocate this funding to the 22 unitary 
authorities. 
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· The Education domain of WIMD is used to provide a deprivation uplift for 
funding allocations within the National Planning and Funding System.  The 
funding model applies uplift to provision undertaken by learners residing in 
areas that are ranked in the top three deciles of the educational domain of the 
WIMD. 

· The ‘Flying Start’ programme used the overall index values from WIMD 2005, 
ranked within each local authority, as a means to assess nominations for 
participating school catchment areas. 

· The overall index, but with the health domain excluded, has been used to 
assess the progress of health gain targets across different levels of 
deprivation. 

· OFWAT have used the index for looking at the relationship between 
deprivation and levels of debt. 

· The Lottery Fund has used the overall index to help allocate funds to 
deprived areas. 

· More generally, WIMD has been used as supporting evidence in bids for 
European funding, targeting local service delivery and in analysis of the links 
between localised deprivation and various problems (such as health issues). 

 
Limitations of the index  

 
4.6 There are several ways in which it is tempting to use the index, but which do not 

really make sense or which lead to unreliable results: 
· Tiny differences in deprivation scores do not mean anything – there is no 

point rummaging among the decimal places trying to show that one SOA is 
more deprived than another 

· You cannot say how much more deprived one SOA is than another – it an 
area A has a score of 40 and area B one of 20, it does not follow that A is 
twice as deprived as B.  Or if A were ranked as the 100th most deprived are B 
the 300th, it does not follow that A is three times more deprived than B. 

· It is an index of deprivation not affluence – if one area is much lower down 
the ranked list than another, you can say that it is less deprived but you 
cannot say it is more affluent.  The index is not based on the factors which 
mean that a place is affluent.   

· The deprivation scores from the 2008 index cannot be compared with those 
from 2005 – the parts that make up the index are different, and the indexes 
were worked out in different ways. 

· The deprivation scores cannot be compared with those from the deprivation 
indexes of other UK countries - to be able to compare an area in Wales with 
one in (say) England would mean having to design a joint England and Wales 
index. 
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5. OVERALL LOCAL AUTHORITY ANALYSIS  
 
 
5.1 The table below shows the number of LSOAs in each local authority in Wales 

and the number of LSOAs each has in the top 10% most deprived for the overall 
index, ranked according to the proportion in the top 10%:

5.2 Figure 1 shows that for WIMD 2008, Caerphilly county borough has the 8th 
highest proportion of its LSOAs falling in the 10% most deprived across Wales, 
with 11.8% of the county borough’s LSOAs in this category.  This is a slight 
increase from WIMD 2005, with one additional LSOA being included on the 10% 
most deprived category.  A breakdown of the proportion falling in each category 
within the county borough is provided for the overall index of multiple deprivation 
and each of the domains later in this report. 
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5.3 There are also a number of other statistics that can be derived from the overall 
index and the domains at the Caerphilly county borough level: 

 
· The LSOAs in county borough had deprivation score distribution over 98% of 

the range for Wales (this figure was 94% in WIMD 2005) 
 

· 69% of its LSOAs fall within the 50% most deprived LSOAs in Wales (down 
from 75% in WIMD 2005) 
 

· There are higher than average levels of deprivation within the county borough 
in all of the four most deprived categories (most deprived 10%, 20%, 30% 
and 50%) 
 

· In the 10% most deprived LSOAs for Wales there are: 
�� Above average numbers of LSOAs in county borough for Overall 

Deprivation (12%), Employment (18%), Health (13%) and Education 
(12%) 

�� Below average numbers of LSOAs in the county borough for Income 
(8%), Environment (5%), Access to Services (1%) and Community Safety 
(7%) 

�� No LSOAs in the county borough for Housing 
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6. DETAILED ANALYSIS FOR CAERPHILLY COUNTY BOROUGH  
 
 
6.1 In the analysis that follows, the focus will be placed on the LSOAs within the 

county borough that fall within the 10% most deprived in Wales.  Caerphilly 
county borough has 110 LSOAs in total. 

 
6.2 For the purposes of analysis and presenting the information, the 1,896 LSOAs in 

Wales were categorised as follows within each of the seven domains and the 
overall index: 
· Top 10% (rank 1 to 190) 
· Next 10% (rank 191 to 380) 
· Next 10% (rank 381 to 570) 
· Next 20% (rank 571 to 950) 
· Bottom 50% (rank 951 to 1,896) 

 The higher the rank of each LSOA (that is, closer to 1) the more deprived the 
area is. 

 
6.3 In the maps that follow, the boundaries shown will be each LSOA shaded 

according to its relative ranking to all the LSOAs in Wales, and outlined in faint 
black.  The ward boundaries have been superimposed over the LSOA 
boundaries in blue, in order to give an illustration of how the index is much better 
at picking up pockets of deprivation at the sub-ward level.  A map of the ward 
boundaries is included at Appendix 1 for reference purposes. 
 

6.4 It was not possible to superimpose the current Communities First boundaries on 
the maps that follow, as it would have made it difficult to pick out the detail of the 
different LSOAs.  Therefore, a map showing the current Communities First 
boundaries and ward boundaries is included at Appendix 2.   

 
6.5 The naming style that has been adopted for each of the LSOAs is partly the ward 

in which the LSOA is situated, followed by a single digit i.e. Nelson 2.  As the 
super output area geography is relatively new and users will not yet be used to 
working with the new layers of geography, a list of each LSOA and the area it 
covers is included at Appendix 3.  All the analysis that follows will use the LSOA 
name only. 
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7. OVERALL INDEX OF MULTIPLE DEPRIVATION

7.1 As described earlier in this report, the individual domain indexes were combined 
into an overall index of multiple deprivation.  Each domain was weighted, which 
adjusted the contribution each domain made to the whole (the overall index) 
when the combination took place.   

 
7.2 The domain weights that were used for WIMD 2005 in forming the overall index 

were as follows: 
  
 Income    23.5% 
 Employment    23.5% 
 Health        14% 
 Education, skills & training     14% 
 Housing         5% 
 Physical environment       5% 
 Geographical access to services    10% 
 Community safety        5% 
 
7.3 Figure 2 below shows the breakdown of the number and percentage of LSOAs 

falling in each category of analysis, for the overall index of multiple deprivation.

7.4 Figure 2 shows that 12 LSOAs within the county borough fall within the 10% 

most deprived category across Wales.  These LSOAs are: 
· Twyn Carno 1 – rank 8 out of 1,896 in Wales  
· St James 3 – rank 9  
· Bargoed 4 – rank 21  
· Bedwas, Trethomas & Machen 6 – rank 39  
· Hengoed 2 – rank 55  
· Moriah 3 – rank 58   
· New Tredegar 3 – rank 68  
· Darren Valley 2 – rank 99  
· Aberbargoed 2 – rank 131  
· St James 4 – rank 149  
· Argoed 1 – rank 157  
· Penyrheol 4 – rank 181  
· Newbridge 2 – rank 190  
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7.5 As can been seen from this list, a new LSOA appears in the most deprived 10% 
category in WIMD 2008 compared with WIMD 2005 – Argoed 1.  The area 
covered by this LSOA is the village of Markham.  The remaining LSOAs are the 
same as those in the 10% most deprived category in WIMD 2005. 

 
7.6 A further LSOA falls just outside the 10% most deprived category – Bedwas, 

Trethomas and Machen 2 (rank 191). 
 

7.7 Of the 12 LSOAs falling within the 10% most deprived category, all are 
designated as Communities First areas.     
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8. INCOME DOMAIN

8.1 The indicators that were used to form the Income domain were as follows: 

· Adults and children in Income Support households 
· Adults and children in Pension Credit households 
· Adults and children in income based Job Seekers Allowance households 
· Adults and children in Tax Credit (Child Tax Credit and Working Tax Credit) 

households below a low income threshold 
· National Asylum Support Service (NASS) supported asylum seekers in Wales 

in receipt of subsistence only and accommodation support 
 
8.2 Deprivation scores for the Income domain were derived by combining the income 

indicators.  These deprivation scores for the 1,896 LSOAs were transformed so 
that they ran from 100 (most deprived) to 0 (least deprived).  The scores are not 
uniformly distributed – scores of the most deprived 10% run from 100 to about 
50, and the scores of the remaining 90% run from about 50 to 0. 

 
8.3 Figure 3 below shows the breakdown of the number and percentage of LSOAs 

falling in each category of analysis, for the Income domain:

· Twyn Carno 1 – rank 12  
· Bargoed 4 – rank 41  
· Bedwas, Trethomas & Machen 6 – rank 47  
· Moriah 3 – rank 52  
· New Tredegar 3 – rank 125  
· Hengoed 2 – rank 141  
· Penyrheol 4 – rank 157
