
How to get there
Service C16 - Caerphilly to Nelson
Service C17 - Bargoed to Caerphilly

From Ystrad Mynach follow the signs to 
Penallta Industrial Estate. The entrance and 
car park is located midway between Ystrad 
Mynach and Gelligaer on Penallta Road.

From Ystrad Mynach station follow the 
access road to the A472. Turn left and 
walk 100m along the road. The park is 
signposted on the other side of the road.
From Hengoed Station follow R47 west 
to Parc Penallta (about 2 miles) 

Route 47 (The Celtic Trail) runs through 
the park.

There are three waymarked walking trails around the 
park and plenty of other paths to explore.  Along the 
way there are unusual sculptures to find. 

Route 47 (the Celtic trail) of the national cycle route 
runs through the park. Cycle north to the Summit 
Climbing Centre, west to Kidwelly or east to the 
Sirhowy Valley County Park and beyond. You could 
just go as far as the Hengoed Viaduct if you’re with 
the kids! You can take older children around the park 
on their bikes but beware, some paths are rough 
and steep. The cycle track is great for walkers too! 
Especially for those who like flatter routes.

On most days you’ll hear skylarks twittering above 
you. In fact there’s plenty of wildlife to see with one 
local nature reserve in the park managed for the rare 
marsh fritillary butterfly and Nelson Bog Site of Special 
Scientific Interest (SSSI) nearby, home to a myriad of 
wetland plants and bugs. We’ve even built a wetland for 
you to visit complete with an island and a boardwalk.

Coarse fishing is available at our two purpose built 
fishing lakes. Contact the Education Centre for 
further details.

If you’ve ever fancied a go on a pony then a visit to 
Parc Penallta is a must. Sultan, the park’s own pit 
pony, is always available for rides. Be brave though, 
he’s 200m long, 15m high and is (we reckon) the 
UK’s largest figurative earth sculpture. Sit in his ear 
and enjoy the views!   

Parc Penallta is open all year. There is a small 
education centre available for visiting schools and 
groups. We also run a monthly Junior Rangers Club.
